Where have all the flowers gone? 
Many have wondered what happened to the purple flowers that lined the 
banks of Mud Creek.  These flowers are called Dames Rocket also known 
as Garden Phlox and although they seem like a nice addition to any garden, 
highway wayside, or woodland, they quickly multiply and let nothing else 
grow, poisoning the soil around them.  We are trying to bring the native 

species, grasses and wildflowers, back to the creek to sustain the banks and 
keep noxious weeds down to a minimum.  Dames Rocket is listed as a  

noxious plant with the U.S. Department of Agriculture and the Wisconsin 
DNR has asked communities everywhere to help with the efforts to control 
this plant so that it will not spread and reduce or kill off the plants and  

flowers that for centuries have called this area their home.   
 

Thank you to those volunteers who helped with the Mud Creek Restoration  
Project.  This past month we pulled invasive plant species and planted plugs 
of native grasses and flowers.  Where ever a Dames Rocket was pulled we 
tried to replace it with a plug of native grasses, sedges, or wildflowers.  This 

is the initial stage of the project that will see its peak effects after three 
years.  Everyone’s help was greatly appreciated and as the project continues 
know that you were a big part of helping to beautify this natural area that

Summer in Wisconsin is filled with outdoor activities such as hiking, 
camping, gardening and fishing. While we all look forward to these 
fun summertime activities, they also mean coming in contact with 

pesky insects, such as the mosquito and deer tick.  
With concerns about West Nile Virus, understanding the mosquito 
can protect you and your family. Mosquitoes use carbon dioxide,   
lactic acid and heat to find their hosts. When you are more active, 
your body gives off more of these attractants. The wound from a 
mosquito bite is minor, involving itching and swelling. Other than 
wearing long sleeved clothing, the only way to defend yourself from 

mosquitoes is to use a repellent spray, cream, or lotion.  
Another pesky insect you may encounter this summer is the deer tick. 
If the tick is infected with the bacterium Borrelia burgdorferi, Lyme 
disease infection may be transmitted to humans through the bite.  The 
symptoms of Lyme disease vary and range from mild to severe. Most 
infected individuals first notice a red rash, which starts as a small red 
spot at the site of the tick bite and expands over a period of days or 
weeks, forming a circular rash, sometimes resembling a bull’s eye. 
The rash may be as small as dime size, or spread over a large area of 
the body. Symptoms include muscle and joint aches, headache, fever, 
and fatigue.  To protect you and your family from Lyme disease you 

should try to avoid areas that are likely to be infested with deer 
ticks—moist, shaded, wooded or grassy areas. You may also want to 
cover as much of your body as possible with clothing: wear a long 

sleeved shirt tucked into your pants, socks, and a hat. Applying insect 
repellent to exposed skin may also help.  Another good way to      

protect your family is to make sure that deet is in skin products that 
you use.  Deet can help to repel mosquitoes and deer 

ticks.  Examining the skin and removing any ticks after walking in a 
woody area is recommended and don’t forget to check your pets as 
well. If you think you or a family member have symptoms and       
believe you may have been exposed to a tick, you should see a           

health care provider immediately.  
As a nurse practitioner, I can perform physical examinations, well 
child exams, sports physicals, routine medical procedures, prescribe 
medications, monitor patients’ health status and educate and counsel 

patients.  And don’t forget to schedule your sports                      
physicals.  Schedule them early so you can avoid the summer rush
