Valuable Lesson Home

Emma Bremer, a 17 year old junior at Reedsville High 
School, has had an experience that she says, “Helped put 

in order what I value and should value in life.”  
When Emma’s uncle gave her the opportunity to volunteer 

for Habitat for Humanity, she jumped at it.  The most 
exciting part was that this home was to be built in the 

Cocha Bamba region of Bolivia.  Emma spent two 
weeks building the home from cement and bricks and 

building an experience by immersing herself in another 
culture and a time of service.  “The people we helped and 
many others in the area had nothing, just the basics, and 

sometimes not even that - yet they were happy.”  
While in Bolivia, Bremer visited the majestic and 
beautiful Lake Titicaca and a Bolivian orphanage.  

Both have had lasting affects on her.  She also visited 
Bolivia at a time of social unrest as the government was 

trying to nationalize several areas of industry, thus taking 
more from the hard working, already poverty stricken 
people.  Their group had to change plans on multiple 
occasions due to protests and road blocks in the area, 

some resulting in Bolivian casualties. 
The culture shock of coming home again impacted this 
teen to make new goals for her future.  “I want to make 
sure I do more humanitarian things now.  I can see how 

much it meant to these people, and I need to do it again.”
We all can take a valuable lesson from this local teen’s 
experience and display of community leadership; value 

and be grateful for what you have, and lead a life of 
service to help those who have so little.  Thank you,
Emma for bringing that lesson home to Reedsville.

    KEEP YOUR PERSONAL INFORMATION SAFE

The crimes of email “phishing” and utilizing fraudulent Web sites are no longer “news;” they have been around in 
various forms for quite a number of years.  Each year, however, criminals continue to attempt to scam you into 
giving them your bank account information, user ID’s, passwords, Social Security numbers or other confidential 
information.  At this time of year, when many of us are using the Internet for shopping, bill-paying and banking, it 
is a good idea to revisit this issue and to be aware of ways to avoid being scammed.
1. Never give a requester your personal information, not by phone, not by email.
2. Never respond to an email that asks you to update your user information.  These are particularly common 
utilizing the names of banks. If you are in doubt, call your bank; do not respond to the email.
3.  Never click a link in an email message, and be careful of clicking advertising links on Web sites. Even if you 
think it can be trusted, it is better to be safe – that link may take you to a “spoofed” site.  Using spoofing techniques, 
such sites can look just like the real thing (your online bank, for instance) – right down to the email addresses and/or 
Web site addresses that are displayed.  Such sites can run scripts in the background to harvest your personal          
information and/or record your keystrokes.  Instead, type the link into your web browser (or use your browser   
bookmark for the site) – this way you can be sure you are accessing the actual site you seek.
4.  Look for signs of a legitimate site.  Your bank and legitimate online stores will have a secure site area for your 
user ID, credit card number or other confidential information.
You will typically see an “s” in the “http” portion of the Web site address: https://www.amazon.com/ indicates 
security - while http://www.amazon.com/ does not.
There will be a locked padlock icon in the bottom right corner of the browser window.  The padlock typically 
indicates the site uses encryption methods in gathering your personal information.
The padlock icon, unfortunately, can also be spoofed, so minimize your chances of succumbing to a spoofed site 
and right click on the padlock (or double-click, depending on your browser) to see the SLL information of the       
certificate owner.  The “issued to” name should be the same as the name of the site.  If the name is different, you 
may be on a spoofed site.
5. If you think you are on a spoofed site, use the “x” in the top right corner of the page to close your browser.  
“Cancel” and “Exit” buttons on these sites will often not work as you might expect.
6. Keep your PC software up-to-date.  Many security breaches that are discovered are quickly closed with software 
updates.  Of course – also be sure to have anti-virus software running on your computer and, if possible, a personal 
firewall.
7. Always check your credit card and bank statements to be sure the charges are legitimate.  Even offline, 
criminals have ways of getting your personal information.
If you are not sure for any reason – do not enter personal information online and do not provide it by telephone; 
it is just not worth the risk.

Payment of Property Taxes:  Real Estate 
and personal property tax payments can be made 
in person at the Reedsville Municipal Building 
during normal business hours.  Payments may 
also be made by sending a check to the 
following:  Reedsville Municipal Building, 
Tax Collection, 217 Menasha St., Reedsville, 
WI  54230-8597.  A receipt will be sent back 
only if you have included a self-addressed 
stamped envelop.  All first installment taxes 
are due by January 31, 2007.  The Village 
appreciates all taxes be paid by check or money 
order made payable to the Village of Reedsville.

Cat & Dog Licenses: are due on or before 
April 1, 2007.  Unspayed females and 
unneutered males are $10.00 each.  Spayed 
females and neutered males are $5.00 each.  
You must show proof of a valid rabies shot.  
Please make out a separate check for the 
licenses as it goes into a different account.

Appliance Pick Up Dates: January 2, 
and February 6.  Stickers need to be purchased 
at the Clerk/Treasurer office during normal 
business hours.  Cost is $25.00 (appliances with 
freon).  Major appliances that can NOT be 
picked-up are:  computers, televisions & 
microwave ovens.

Snow & Ice Removal:  The owner or 
occupant of any lot abutting on a public sidewalk 
shall clear their sidewalk of snow within 
twenty-four (24) hours after a snowfall and keep 
the same free of ice.  If such snow or ice is not 
removed as required herein, the Street 
Commissioner shall cause the same to be done 
and the cost thereof assessed against the property 
owner pursuant to Sec. 66.60(16), WI Stat.
